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MEDICAL
NEGLECT

Child is frequently sick and 
is not taken to a doctor. 

Caregiver is detached and 
uninvolved; they interact little 
and only when necessary.

Child receives little or no warmth, 
attention, or nurturing from the 
caregiver. 

Child is not taken to 
school regularly. 

Child is frequently left 
home alone or has an 
inappropriate supervisor. 

Child is left unsupervised 
overnight.

Child lacks appropriate 
activities, or is engaged in 
inappropriate or dangerous 
activities. 

Child is dirty, smelly, 
and not groomed. 

Child’s home is unsafe, or 
infested with rodents or 
insects.  

Child is often hungry 
or inadequately fed.  

Child is without shoes, or 
wears inadequate clothing.
